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OBITUARIES

EDWARD MAURICE

E. M. D. (“Pog”) Barton was at All Saints’
College from 1886 to 1897 under Mr. Bean
and Mr. Tracey. He was an outstanding ath-
lete and footballer at school, and in 1901
toured New Zealand with the N.S.W.
Rugby team. Whilst still a school-boy he had
represented the Western Union, and later he
played with New England against Great
~ Britain.

After attending Sydney University he set-
tled on the land at “Burren,” near Narrabri.
and in 1916 enlisted in the ALF.; he was a

driver in the 1st Wireless Signal Squadron un-
til 1918.

He retired from the land many years ago
and lived in Sydney. He died on 28th Sep-
tember 1959, aged 81. He was the last re-
maining son of Robert Darvall Barton, of
Esrom, former owner of the present site of
All Saints” College.

After the School re-opened in 1923, “Pog”
Wwas a constant visitor to Esrom, and was
honorary instructor in Carpentry in 1934-35.
He was also a former Secretary of the West-
ern Branch of the Old Boys’ Union.
