
Enlisting 14th October, 1915, and sailing 23rd December, remained 
in Egypt till May, 1916, and, crossing to France, was R.M.O. ioth Field 
Artillery Brigade until ioth December and then with 4th Australian 
Field Ambulance. Becoming R.M.O. 3rd Australian Tunnelling Coy. 
7th May, 1917, was invalided to England in August and, on recovery 
two months later, served at A.F.C. Aerodrome, Leighterton, until 
demobilisation.
