Sailing with it for England in March, 1916, as Captain No. 2 
Coy. and crossing to France, served, mainly in Armentieres and 
Nieuport sectors, until demobilisation. Promoted major, ist 
November, 1916. Awarded D.S.O. ist January, 1918, being invested 
by His Majesty the King at Buckingham Palace 23rd February. Also 
awarded C. de G. (Belgian) and Mentioned in Despatches three times.
